in a locked cabinet that is inaccessible to 
others in the home. 

 All child/ youth information stored on a Foster 
Parent’s computer will be password protected 
and made inaccessible to others. 

 All documents containing information about a 
child/ youth’s family members are returned to 
Pathways and placed on the child/ youth’s 
record. 

 Upon discharge of a child/ youth from a foster 
home, the Foster Parent will forward relevant 
documents to Pathways and these documents 
will be added to the child/ youth’s record.  
Duplicated or transitory documents will be 
shredded.
